Keys to success/Expectations

1. Be on time- Life in the real world requires you to be punctual, so start here!

2. Bring all items to class- You need to plan ahead so all health related material is present when you enter the classroom.

3. Be ready to work- Like an employer I expect the most bang for my buck, so when you enter the room you should find the bell ringer and begin work.

4. Organization- The health curriculum requires you to be organized, keeping all work neat and orderly. I recommend a folder and notebook with three holes to make your life easier.

5. Respect- If you show respect you will receive respect in return. 

6. Raise your hand- I know everyone wants to speak, however there is nothing worse interrupting.

7. Work ahead- I try to assign all major projects early, so get to work before time runs out.

8. Questions- Feel free to ask any question about pertinent information at any time. If you do not want to ask the question out loud or feel the question may be risqué put the question in the gold “question box” and I will respond if I feel it is good for the class.   

9. Bell Ringers- When you enter the classroom you will find the bell ringer on your desk or on the board. You need to work on this immediately. When you finish wait for me to begin the topic for the day, DO NOT talk or socialize.

GRADING-Health 2011-2012 Mr. Ault Junior high


1. Portfolio- A portfolio will be kept for the entire 2011-2012 school year. The concept of your portfolio is to be your resource for all things health. At the end of each marking period (one marking period for 8th graders) you will be expected to show the contents of your portfolio for a grade. The point total for your portfolio is 100. It is crucial that you bring your portfolio each day to class and make sure it is kept up to date with all the necessary material to earn your points.



2. Out of class assignments- During the course of the year you will be responsible for completing assignments which take place outside of school. The due date will be posted on the board. You may turn in assignment any time before due date. Points vary with assignment. 

3. Tests/Homework/Notebook quiz- Points vary. Quizzes will be almost every week and students have two to three major exams each marking period. 

4. Current Event- 20 points see directions on current event handout.

5. Ticket out the door/Proximity partner: (5points) Every class period you will be asked a question or two about the day’s lesson. The “essential” questions will be about the important point to the day’s lesson. You will work with a partner (designated by me) to complete the assignment.

6. Grade analysis: On writing assignments (Essay Test Questions/ Current Events) completed in and out of class students will receive a Grade Analysis Sheet. A student will use the analysis to find out what they did wrong, if a student re-submits the assignment CORRECTLY they will receive the points they lost.
7. Marking period project: A marking period project will be assigned the first day of class to be completed anytime during that particular marking period. See Directions for Multiple Intelligence Project in handouts.
